Do Laser Printers Pose a 
Health Risk?
You may have seen in the news recently that a study 
conducted by Australian scientists warned of some laser 
printers posing a possible health risk by emitting ultra-fi ne 
particles, which can be inhaled.  

Lidia Morawska, Ph.D., and director of the study, classifi ed 
17 out of 62 printers in the study as “high particle emit-
ters” because they released such elevated quantities of 
particles.  One of the printers released particles into an 
experimental chamber at a rate comparable to the par-
ticle emissions from cigarette smoking, the report stated. 

However, the research left broad gaps in scientifi c under-
standing of particle emissions and airborne concentrations 
of particles, the report noted.   Morawska says that more 
research on the health effects of inhaling printer-generated 
particles is needed. As a fi rst step to lowering your possible 
risk, you should ensure that rooms in your offi ce or home are 
well ventilated so airborne particles can disperse.

8 For Mac Fans - You can reset your lost OSX password      
with these steps:
 • Hold Apple+S when booting to enter single 
    user mode
 • Press #sh /etc/rc
 • Type #passwd yourusername
 • #reboot
If you can’t recall your user name, you can either look in 
the /Users folder (the directories are named by user), or 
run “niutil -list . /users”.
On older Macs, if the second step fails, try mounting and 
starting the base services manually:
 •  #/sbin/fsck -y
 •  #/sbin/mount -uw /
 •  #/sbin/SystemStarter
